In compliance with gracious directions of His Royal
Highness, Al-Hassan Bin Talal, Refugees, Displaced Person,
And Forced Migration Studies Center had been established
at Yarmouk University according to the Higher Education
Council resolution No. (1396) dated on 28/7/1997.

Vision:
The Center seeks to be a successful academic and research
pioneer, dedicated to refugees issues in the region and world.

Mission:
Raising awareness of refugees issues; conducting studies,

researches and projects in addition to holding conferences,
symposiums and workshops related to refugees issues.

Objectives:
The Center aims at achieving the following:

- To encourage conducting and research and studies on
issues relating to refuge and displacement which are
worsening day by day as a global phenomenon affecting
man and the Earth.

- Teaching courses on forced migration issues at the
University as optional requirements in the academic
disciplines.

- Development of awareness and realization of issues
related to forced migration and its several consequences
on humanity.

- Publication of newsletters and other printed material
related to forced migration, and exchanging them with
similar research centers in the world.

- Holding conferences and symposiums about the differ-
ent issues related to refuge and displacement.

- Training local and regional staffs working on refugee care
in order to enable them to cope with emergencies.

- Attracting support and funding of donating bodies locally
and internationally in the aim of conducting related
researches and projects.

Funding:
The Center is mainly financed by Yarmouk University, in
addition to contributions made by regional and international
organizations. The Deanship of Academic Research and
Higher Studies also allocates an annual budget for researches
conducted by the Center.

Participations:

The Center participated in conferences, symposiums and any
meeting related to refugee crisis, displacement and the
forced migration issues, throughout presenting specialized
worksheets. In this respect, the Center has participated in
many conferences and symposiums so far on both the local
and international levels.

Relations:

The Center has also strong relations with similar centers, and
concerned local, regional, international institutions, and
organizations such as: the Refugee Studies Center (RSC) at
the University of Oxford UK, UNHCR, UNRWA, UNESCO,
Norwegian Council for Refugees (NCR), International Relief
Committee (IRC) and UNICEF. In addition, the Center has
active contacts with the International Organization for Migra-
tion, IOM. Geneva. The Center also has strong ties with Lund
University at the Kingdom of Sweden/ Center for Middle
Eastern Studies at which the two Centers Launched in 2014 a
joint-Master course on “Applications in Migration and
Refugees Studies”.

Activities:
Since its establishment, the center held many activities and
events that focused on two pillars:

- Refugee Day, held by the center on june 20 of each year.
- Refugees and Human Rights held by the center each year
on the occasion of the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights on December 10 of each year.
