ABOUT THE WORKSHOP

The WICULS 2015 Post-Summit Workshop is a 2-day workshop designed especially for university student leaders in universities who have maintained full attendance at the WICULS 2015 Summit. Participants from the Summit will come away with awareness on the issues afflicting the Muslim ummah and an understanding on the causal factors for the decline in the capacity of universities to bring about societal change and development particularly for the Muslim ummah; while identifying the possible solutions. As future leaders of universities and in the higher education sector, participants are expected to use the experience acquired in the Summit, as the basis for discussions in the workshop in order to envision scenarios of higher education in the future. 

This Post-Summit Workshop will be conducted by Prof. Sohail Inayatullah, an expert in the field of Future Studies from Tamkang University, Taiwan.

Goals:

1. Enhance the effectiveness of strategic and futures thinking focused on university futures through the use of appropriate futures methodological tools including emerging issues analysis, the futures triangle, causal layered analysis, macro and micro scenarios, visioning and back casting. 
2. Design the University of the Futures.
3. Enhance the capacity of Muslim youth leaders to begin the process of transforming the university toward futures-orientation.
4. Develop a foresight dimension to university strategic planning framework and activities.
5. Clarify trends – particularly changes in societal values and other critical drivers - impacting the futures of knowledge and the university.
6. Empower youth leaders to create the knowledge futures they desire and the futures the broader community desires.
7. Develop forecasts, emerging issues, scenarios, preferred visions and back casts with respect to the changing nature of the university.
8. Enhance the effectiveness to deliver desired visions.
9. Articulate a futures approach that is inspired from Islamic ideals focused on the university.
Outcomes:

1. Understanding and familiarity with methods used to develop preferred, probable and possible futures.
2. Understanding of emerging issues and trends creating the future, especially those that promise to transform glo-cal futures.
3. Articulation and understanding of the implications of these emerging issues and trends.
4. Understanding and the capacity to use methods that map the historical patterns of social change.
5. An understanding of anticipatory action learning methodology and the capacity to use it in day-to-day work.
6. Capacity to analyze and develop the preferred vision in institutions and organizations.
7. Capacity to use futures methods to better understand the probable, possible and preferred futures
